Most championships are inter borough. PLEASE ensure, therefore, that your school enters a team in the
relevant borough championships. This will give your athletes the best possible chance of being selected for
your borough team.

Enclosed with this letter is the ‘2010 Affiliation Form’. As last year the affiliation fee has remained at £35 per
school. This is so long as the money is received by Friday 11th December 2009. Thereafter it will rise to
£50. (This is to encourage prompt payment). The affiliation fee of £35 includes entry fees for ALL of the
LSAA events listed above, except the Combined Events Championships. You are kindly reminded, therefore,
that in order for your students to compete in a championship your school must be affiliated to the LSAA.
