I am very pleased to tell you that, (providing your School gives permission), you have been selected to represent London Schools Athletic Association at the ‘English Schools Track and Field Championships’ at the Alexander Stadium, Birmingham on 9th & 10th July 2010!

TEAM MEETING

It is COMPULSORY that you attend the Team Meeting at St Thomas The Apostle College, (the full address is above), on Monday 5th July 2010. To get to the College you may:

1. Take the train to Queens Road Peckham (the station is served by trains running to and from London Bridge and Victoria). From the station cross the road and walk up Lugard Road, keep to the left as Hollydale Road blends into it. The College is 150m on the left hand side.

2. The following buses pass along Queens Road: 36, 136, 171, 177, 436, P12, and P13. Alight at the nearest stop to Queens Road Station, and follow the directions given above.

3. If you are travelling by car, parking is available at the College.

The meeting will start at 5.00pm and should be over by 7.00pm. Your parent or guardian is expected to attend this very important meeting with you.
I am sure you will understand that our Association incurs a number of expenses in taking a team of 60 athletes to these championships including a sizeable entry fee per athlete, hire of a double-decker bus for 3 days and all your meals whilst in Birmingham. We ask you to pay £100 towards these costs plus £40 towards the cost of your London team kit (vest and shorts to be worn on both days) and hoodie (to be worn in team parade). This is a small increase on last year but the cost of packed lunches is no longer included in the entry fee. Please understand that we try hard to keep the costs to a minimum, even then the LSAA subsidises this trip. This £140 (or £100 if you already have kit and hoodie) should either be paid in cash or by a cheque made payable to: ‘London Schools Athletic Association’. Most schools will assist with the payment of this fee, (please ask your PE Teacher about this). I am also writing to inform your Head Teacher of your selection and of the cost and encouraging a contribution from your School; so do not be afraid to ask for help. If the cost is a problem for you please contact me soon, or ask your parent or carer to contact me.

You MUST pay this £140 (or £100 if you already have kit and hoodie) by Friday 2nd July 2010, if you are intending to make the payment with a cheque; or at the team meeting on Monday 5th July 2010 if you are intending to pay by cash. If your school is paying they have to notify me in writing by Friday 25th June 2010, and send me the cheque by Friday 2nd July 2010. If your school is not paying the full amount, you must pay the balance with a cheque by Friday 2nd July 2010 or by cash at the team meeting on Monday 5th July 2010. You will only be issued with your team kit and a hoodie, at the team meeting, if the correct amount has been paid or if I have received the official letter from your school.

ACCOMMODATION

The team of athletes (and 7 Team Managers) usually stays at a Hall of Residence of the local University. You will receive more information at the Team Meeting.

DRESS FOR COMPETITION

You will need to bring with you: your team kit and the hoodie, your own black tracksuit trousers, training shoes and a rain-suit. Spikes, if required, should be named and carried in a bag, as they are easily lost. It will be necessary for every athlete to wear the team kit on both days at the track, and to wear this with the hoodie and black tracksuit trousers in the parade on Saturday. If you have a London Schools tracksuit from a previous year it is fine to wear those trousers.

CONDUCT

We are determined to uphold the reputation for good behaviour, which London teams have established over a period of many years. Any team member, who fails to meet the high standards of behaviour and good manners expected of them, will be sent home immediately and their Head Teacher and parents informed.

The Association reserves the right to withdraw an invitation to compete in any particular competition, from any student, for whatever reason.
TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS

The LSAA has arranged for a double decker coach to take the team to the Championships. Every athlete is expected to travel to and from Birmingham with the London Team.

The Team will meet on Thursday 8th July 2010 at Kings Cross Main Line Station at 12 noon. This DOES NOT mean down at the underground station at Kings Cross. Please assemble INSIDE the Main Line Station under the departures board. You may wish to bring a packed lunch for the journey; we shall be stopping once on the way to Birmingham. We will return from Birmingham on Saturday 10th July 2010, arriving at Kings Cross Station at approximately 10pm. Please arrange to be collected. Any problem getting home please let me know.
DRUGS TESTING AND CONTROL

Random drugs testing will take place at English Schools Athletic Association Championships. ALL athletes selected by their county to compete at Birmingham must have parental permission for this to happen. Without their consent you WILL NOT be allowed to compete. Please make sure that your parents / guardians completes and signs this form.
CAMERA IMAGES

The Championships may be broadcast on TV again this year. All competitors are advised that it is not possible to opt out of any ‘official media images’. If your parents object to these possibilities then the only available alternative is to decline the selection offer.
Please read and sign the enclosed acceptance form, noting whether you wish to purchase kit and /or hoodie, and return it along with your parental consent form to me by FRIDAY 18th JUNE 2010 AT THE VERY LATEST (i.e. by return post).

If I do not receive a reply by this date I will assume that you DO NOT wish to compete for London at the ESAA Championships.

Please ring me at once if there are any doubts, either now or later on, about your ability to compete, because of illness, injury or any other reason. In some events we have reserves lined up and it is only fair that they should have as much notice (even if only provisional) as possible. I would like to make it clear that if you withdraw after the closing date for entries (with no valid reason) you WILL STILL BE LIABLE TO PAY £100. Failure to do so will automatically bar you from next year’s selection.

Dear Parent / Guardian,

You will be pleased to know that .......................................... has been selected to represent London at the ‘English Schools Athletics Association Track and Field Championships’ at Birmingham on 9th and 10th July 2010.

The team will travel to Birmingham on a coach, leaving London on Thursday 8th July 2010. (Complete travel arrangements are given in the enclosed letter to your daughter / son). This letter also gives details of the contribution we ask every athlete to pay towards the cost of taking the team to these championships.

In summary, the charge is £140 (or £100 if your child already has London kit – vest and shorts – and hoodie). This sum MUST be paid by Friday 2nd July 2010, if you are intending to make the payment with a cheque; or at the team meeting on Monday 5th July 2010 if you are intending to pay by cash. If your child’s school is paying they have to notify me in writing by Friday 25th June 2010, and send me the cheque by Friday 2nd July 2010. If their school is not paying the full amount, you must pay the balance with a cheque by Friday 2nd July 2010 or by cash at the team meeting on Monday 5th July 2010. DRUGS TESTING
